We recently had a septic line plugged
due to disposable wipes. This resulted
in raw sewage seeping on to the
ground. We can’t know how long this
went updetected, before we had the
line cleaned out. Flushable wipes are

causing problems in waste water Prescription Drug Disposal
treatment plants across the country.

Please by mindful that these wipes
are harmful for all sewer systems,
especially septic tanks. Thank you.
